
ARIES PERSONALITY PROFILE 
 
Aries is the first sign of the zodiac and a “what you see is what you get" sign.  
Ruled by Mars, its symbol is the Ram and the key phrase: “I am” is Aries.   
 
You will notice the Aries at a party.  They are the ones who radiate a magnetic 
personality and appear supremely confident, enthusiastically making a point and 
brimming with enthusiasm.  They will hold court in any discussion taking centre 
stage and will not hesitate to voice their opinions strongly (and loudly) especially 
if it’s a cause dear to their heart.

Being the first sign of the zodiac they are impulsive, optimistic, curious and 
energetic firebrands who are eternally hungry for new adventures.
